8. Zocation. The 9th Marines AOR is situated oh the east coast of
South Vietnam in northeast QUANG TRI Province. The northern border of
the AOR is the southern boundary of the DiZ as far west as the north-
south grid line (YD 09). The western boundary generally follows grid
line (YD 09) south to east-west grid line (YD 60) where it inclinés to
the 8Qutheast connecting the following coordinates (YD T20550), (YD o
145540}, (YD 190500) to (YD 190460). From there the southern boundary
of the 40R connects the following coordinates (YD 260450}, (YD 290420),
(YD 340445), (YD 370420), (YD 430430) to (YD 460400) then following the
QUAKG TRI/THUA THIEHW Province boundary east to the Gulf of Tonkin. The
castern boundary follows the coastline from the southern boundary of the
DiZ to the QUANG.TRL/TIUA THIEN Province boundary.

b Description of the Area.

(1) The LOR cncompasses an area of approxinately 388 square miles.
There are two distinet topographic regions represented: .

{a) Cozstal Iowland. The coastal lowland consists primerily of
poorly drained flat areas of rice cultivation. Rice cultivation ex-
tends inland for approximately 20km but may extend further aleong river
valleys. 4 contimuous strip, arproximately 4km wide along tho coast
.consists of well draincd sand dunes and sand beaches. Elevations in
this arca rarely excced 5 meters. Ilarge areas of open grassland and
sand dunes oceur on the gently rolling plains Letween the beach and
peddy land and Kational Route #1. The elcevation of these rolling plains
is less than 15 meters.

. (b) Piedmont Hegion. Further inland west of Route #1, the flat
cozstal plains grade into rolling plains and hills. Tho clevations
range from 10 meters to gencrally less than 200 meters, the ground
slopes range from 10 :t0:-30 percent, but may be as high as 50 percent.
The topography is coskse toxturcd. The streams are generally 3 to 4 km -
enart so that in the rolling plains-and hills,; the tonogranhy.effords
lnrge. exeas lor dispersion. The hills become increasingly rugged toward
tie west and the BO DIEN River constitutes the only natural pass, and is

The iOR includes a population of approxizately 240,000
people concentrated arouni the major population centers of QUANG TRL,
DOKG Hi and GIO LINH. Statistical date reflecting the ¢thnic and relig-
ious make-up of the population is limited, but available information in-
dicetes that ethnic Vietnauese meke up approxiuately 90% of the pop-
ulation, 9% zre Montagnards and 1% a wmixture of Cambodians, Chineset and
others. Roughly 85% of the population is Buddhist, 15% Catholic and a
smaller nuober are of tho CAO DAT and CONFUCIUS Sects.

Mest of the
lerge Tivers, used as LOC's and supply routes, flow into the CU.i VIET
river, which eupties into the Gulf of TORKIN. The waterwsys have great
thctical significance, cnphasized by the fact that they reach into all
secticns of the A0R. Hational Foute #1 runs frow the DMZ cn the north,
south through e major populaticn eenters of the AOR.
